Scattered across Europe and North America, in the vaults of film archives there survives a large number
of entertaining, provoking, and often quite beautiful silent films set in ancient Greece. Few of these films
are known today, and even fewer have received the critical attention they deserve. The films in question,
ranging from historical and mythological epics to adaptations of ancient drama, burlesques, cartoons and

documentaries, suggest a fascination with the ancient world that competes in intensity and breadth with that
of Hollywood’s classical era.
